8th at 7:00 PM in the clubhouse.  Everyone (Tuesday PM golfers, Wednesday 
AM golfers, substitutes and especially new golfers in the league) should plan to 
attend this meeting. We will be going over the league set-up, scoring, our rules, 
substituting, weather calls, etc.  


Our golfing will start on April 22nd & 23rd with a fun event.  Remember 
substitutes are always welcome to play in the fun events. We will continue to 
sign-up for tee times for fun weeks. Sign-up sheets and information as to what 
we’ll be doing for fun will be available at our organizational meeting on April 8th.

League play (partner-better-ball) will start on May 6th and May 7th.   We play 
nine holes each week, alternating the front and back. League booklets with the 
playing schedules, rules, etc. will be available on April 29th & 30th. The cost 
each week will be $11.50 to walk and $17.50 to ride.

New members and new substitutes must turn in at least one 18 hole score 
from Tree Top by May 1st for league handicapping. Failure to do so means 
that you will play scratch until I have the required score.   

Previous golfers come in with 4 scores from before, so the more scores you give 
me, the more accurate your handicap will be.  You can put your signed and dated 
scorecards in the manila envelope on our table in the clubhouse or mail them to 
me. 


Our Pretty in Pink – breast cancer tournament will most likely be held on 
Saturday, August 9th at Tree Top. At the bottom of the application, you’ll find 
places to check off if you would like to help with either this tournament and/or our 
end of the season banquet in October.  I need two co-coordinators for the 
tournament this year.
